For best results, clean all surfaces

(external and internal) and ensure

they are free from dust and

grease. Cut the application nozzle

at 45° with sharp safety knife and

apply a consistent 12mm bead

along the joint.

Quantity Estimator
Width x Depth of joint x Length

(in Linear metres) of joint, divide

this by volume of tube = number

of cartridges required. 1 tube to 3

boards when gluing both the T&G

and boards to joists. 1 tube to 5

boards when only gluing boards

to joists.

For Cleanup
Uncured adhesive can cleaned

with damp cloth.

Cured product can be removed

with solvent cleaner.
